Mayor Walsh welcome all in attendance and called the meeting to order at 7:40 PM.

The Mayor introduced the “Mayor’s for the Day”, Chatsworth Avenue School students Ellie, Jack and Nash Bowerman.  

Chief Poleway gave the following report.
1. On October 21st the annual Ragamuffin Parade will take place. Residents should be aware of street closures.
2. In the lobby at Village Hall on Saturday, October 28th will be Drug Take Back Day. Residents may bring used and unwanted medications for proper disposal. 
3. October 31st is Halloween. Motorists should drive slowly and keep an eye open for Trick or Treaters. Parents should accompany their children and use flashlight in dark areas.
4. Residents are reminded the Village has an Anti-Idling law. No car may idle longer 3 minutes when the temperature is at 40 degrees or above. 
5. I would like to remind our residents to stay vigilant in reporting any suspicious or possible terrorist related activity that may be observed.  If you observe something that may be suspicious, please, do not keep it to yourself – call the 24 hour NYS Terrorism Tips Line at 866 SAFE-NYS (866-723-3697) or simply call the Larchmont Police Department at (914) 834-1000.  

Chief Caparelli gave the following report. 
1. The Larchmont Fire Department will be having our 121th annual Inspection Dinner on November 10, 2017 beginning promptly at 6pm for the inspection of men, women and apparatus at the Firehouse and continuing at 7pm at 2047 Boston Post Road, Lenny’s seafood and Steak Restaurant for dinner.  The entire Board is invited and I look forward to seeing you there. 
2. The annual FDNY Drill will be conducted on October 24, 2017 at the FDNY’s Randel’s Island Training facility along with the FDNY, Larchmont will be participating with 12 other Westchester County Fire Departments. This drill will test the interoperability of equipment, tactics and communication between Westchester Fire Departments and the FDNY in the event we are needed again as was the case during 9/11/01 to assist and support New York City.
3. The Fire Department will be participating in this year’s Ragamuffin parade held this Saturday, October 21 line up is at 12:30 start to be at 1:00 pm. We will be leading the parade of children down Larchmont Avenue with a fire truck and handing out hot dogs and drinks at the fire house after the parade. 
4. Last week was Fire Prevention Week and the theme this year is “Know two ways out”. When a fire occurs in your home knowing a second means of egress could save yours and your family’s lives. Depending on the configuration of your home, a fire could block the means of egress you use every day and when that way is blocked by fire often people panic and don’t know how to get out to save themselves. Knowing and practicing a second way out often makes the difference during an unexpected emergency.   
5. I would like to remind all residents now that it is getting colder to please have their fireplace chimneys cleaned and inspected prior to use, store fireplace ash at least 10 feet away from your home in a metal container and have your home heating systems serviced to ensure their proper operation.
6. November 5 is the end of Daylight Savings Time where we turn our clocks back an hour. This is a great time to ensure your smoke and carbon monoxide detectors have fresh batteries and are working properly.  Smoke and carbon monoxide detectors do save lives, don’t be caught unprepared with a dead Battery.  
All apparatus and equipment are in service 

Mayor Walsh then presented the Mayors for the Day with Certificates of Appreciation.

On motion of Trustee Miller, seconded by Trustee Frouman, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, the Village of Larchmont currently acts as its own assessing unit and, pursuant to Section 1402(1) of the New York Real Property Tax Law, the Village assessor prepares an annual assessment roll of the real property within the Village;  
WHEREAS, Section 1402(2) of the New York Real Property Tax Law gives the Village Board of Trustees the authority, by resolution, to permit the Village assessor to use the Town of Mamaroneck’s assessment roll of the current year as the basis for the Village’s assessment roll so far as practicable;
WHEREAS, Section 1402(2) further provides that any such resolution passed by the Board of Trustees shall be effective until revoked by a subsequent resolution or until superseded by a local law adopted pursuant to Section 1402(3) of the New York Real Property Tax Law; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees wishes to adopt such a Resolution pursuant to Section 1402(2) of the New York Real Property Tax Law, and in doing so, allow its assessor to utilize the Town of Mamaroneck’s assessment roll as the basis for the Village assessment roll so far as practicable.
BE IT RESOLVED:  that the Larchmont Village Assessor is hereby authorized to utilize the assessment roll of the Town of Mamaroneck of the current year as the basis for the Village Assessment roll so far as practicable.  

On motion of Trustee Herman, seconded by Trustee Fanelli, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, pursuant to §849-h of the Judiciary Law of the State of New York, the Justice Court Assistance Program (JCAP) established  in 1999, provides opportunities for cities, towns and villages to apply to the Chief Administrative Judge for state grant funds to assist in the operation of their municipal justice courts, and 
WHEREAS, items eligible under this grant include office equipment, security equipment, furniture, and courtroom and court facility improvements and renovations; and
WHEREAS, the Village was successful in securing JCAP grant funds in 2007 for the purchase of hand held metal detector wands, a shredder, a copier and various office supplies; and
WHEREAS, in order to further improve court operations and safety, staff has prepared a 2017 JCAP grant application for the following items: construction and installation of a bullet resistant glass service window, a dedicated secure server to electronically store court documents, miscellaneous filing cabinets and office equipment, a new fire proof safe and new desks and chairs, for a total application of $28,600, within the $30,000 grant limit; and
WHEREAS, in accordance with the JCAP grant guidelines, the local legislative body must adopt a resolution authorizing and supporting the municipal grant application; now therefore be it 
RESOLVED, that the Larchmont Village Board of Trustees herein supports and authorizes the Village of Larchmont’s submission of a grant application in accordance with the New York State Justice Court Assistance Program, in substantially the same form as attached hereto, for Village of Larchmont Justice Court security and office improvements; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Village Justices are herein authorized to execute said grant application in accordance with the terms and conditions of the JCAP application process; and be it further
RESOLVED, that the Village Court Clerk and the Village Administrator are herein authorized to submit said grant application to the State of New York Office of Court Administration and undertake all administrative acts as may be required. 

On motion of Trustee Frouman, seconded by Trustee Miller, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, staff reviewed the bid response with representatives from PCI and, during this conversation, PCI conveyed a clear understanding of the scope of services of the project and comfort with their bid; now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “A”: Resurfacing of Various Roads, be awarded to PCI, 550 Franklin Avenue, Mount Vernon, NY 10550, at the unit bid prices itemized as follows: Bid Item 1 Asphalt Removal – $5.00 per square yard; Bid Item 2 Adjustment of Manhole Castings – $550.00 each; Bid Item 3 NYSDOT Type 6F3 Wearing Course - $118.00 per ton; Bid Item 4 NYSDOT Type 3  - $2.62 per square yard; Bid Item 5 Asphalt Joint Sealing – $2.00 per linear foot; based on estimated work quantities not to exceed budgeted appropriations; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the contract work be charged to FY 2017/2018 Capital Accounts as determined by the Village Treasurer; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator is hereby authorized to execute VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “A” with said PCI, 550 Franklin Avenue, Mount Vernon, NY 10550, and to undertake administrative acts as may be required under said agreement.

On motion of Trustee Fanelli, seconded by Trustee Herman, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, staff reviewed the bid response with representatives from Tony Casale and, during this conversation, Tony Casale conveyed a clear understanding of the scope of services of the project and comfort with their bid; now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “B”: Curbing and related work, be awarded to Tony Casale, Inc., 1185 Saw Mill River Road, Yonkers, NY 10710, at the unit bid prices itemized as follows: Bid Item 1 Resetting Stone Curb – $18.500 per linear foot; Bid Item 2 New Concrete Curb – $36.50 per linear foot; Bid Item 3 Concrete ADA Ramps - $1545.00 each; Bid Item 4 New Granite Curbing  - $28.50 per linear foot; based on estimated work quantities not to exceed budgeted appropriations; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the contract work be charged to FY 2017/2018 Capital Accounts as determined by the Village Treasurer; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator is hereby authorized to execute VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “B” with said Tony Casale, Inc., 1185 Saw Mill River Road, Yonkers, NY 10710, and to undertake administrative acts as may be required under said agreement.

On motion of Trustee Frouman, seconded by Trustee Miller, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, the Village Administrator reports that he publicly advertised for the receipt of bids on September 15, 2017 and notified twelve vendors of a contract for road resurfacing, furnishing and installing granite and concrete curbs, and sidewalk repairs, pursuant to VA Contract #17-001; and

WHEREAS, staff reviewed the bid response with representatives from Acocella and, during this conversation, Acocella conveyed a clear understanding of the scope of services of the project and comfort with their bid; now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “C”: Curbing and related work, be awarded to Acocella Contracting Inc. 68 Gaylor Road, Scarsdale, NY 10583, at the unit bid prices itemized as follows: Bid Item 1 Sidewalk Section Repairs – $14.00 per square foot; Bid Item 2 Continuous Sidewalk Repairs – $11.50 per square foot; based on estimated work quantities not to exceed budgeted appropriations; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the contract work be charged to FY 2017/2018 Capital Accounts as determined by the Village Treasurer; and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator is hereby authorized to execute VA Contract #17-001 Proposal “C” with said Acocella Contracting Inc. 68 Gaylor Road, Scarsdale, NY 10583, and to undertake administrative acts as may be required under said agreement.

On motion of Trustee Herman, seconded by Trustee Fanelli, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, the anticipated retirement of a police sergeant will create a vacancy which is funded in the 2017/18 Budget; and
WHEREAS, the plan to promote a Lieutenant was discussed during the 2017/18 Budget process as a way to provide additional supervision on night and weekend tours, provide vacation relief and limit the department’s overtime exposure; and
WHEREAS, the Police Department’s Command Staff has interviewed qualified candidates within the Larchmont Police Department ranks and have unanimously recommended a Sergeant to be promoted to Lieutenant; now therefore be it
RESOLVED,  that the Village Board authorizes the Village Administrator to offer the conditional promotion to the Sergeant; and be it further
RESOLVED, said promotion is effective on or after November 15, 2017, with salary and benefits as identified in the current Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Village and the LPBA and said permanent status is subject to Civil Service Rules which includes successful completion of a probationary period of 52 weeks.

On motion of Trustee Frouman, seconded by Trustee Miller, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, the anticipated retirement of a police sergeant will create a vacancy which is funded in the 2017/18 Budget; and
WHEREAS, the Police Department’s Command Staff has interviewed qualified candidates within the Larchmont Police Department ranks and have unanimously recommended a Police Officer to be promoted to Sergeant; now therefore be it
RESOLVED, that the Village Board authorizes the Village Administrator to offer the conditional promotion to the Police Officer; and be it further
RESOLVED, said promotion is effective on or after November 15, 2017, with salary and benefits as identified in the current Collective Bargaining Agreement between the Village and the LPBA and said permanent status is subject to Civil Service Rules which includes successful completion of a probationary period of 52 weeks.

On motion of Trustee Fanelli, seconded by Trustee Herman, and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

WHEREAS, the anticipated retirement of a police officer in the fall of 2017 will create a vacancy which is fully funded in the 2017/18 Budget; and
WHEREAS, a selection committee comprised of the Police Chief, Captain and Lieutenant have screened numerous candidates and have recommended a potential transfer candidate to be appointed as a police officer; and
WHEREAS, the candidate under consideration must first undergo physical and psychological evaluations before appointment, said evaluations may only take place upon an offer of employment; now therefore be it
RESOLVED,  that the Village Board authorizes the Village Administrator to provide a conditional offer of employment to the candidate; and be it further

RESOLVED, that contingent upon positive results from both the physical and physiological evaluations the candidate shall be appointed to the Larchmont Police Department effective on or after November 15, 2017, at a starting annual salary of $62,622 and said permanent appointment is subject to Civil Service Rules and a probationary period of 52 weeks.

On motion of Trustee Frouman, seconded by Trustee Herman, and unanimously carried, it was:

RESOLVED, to open the Public Hearing to consider and take comments on a proposed local law regarding Veteran’s Property Tax exemptions. 

Mayor Walsh stated that Village Assessor Dan Whittemore and Frank Longo of Treasurer’s office were at the meeting.

The Mayor said this proposed law allows certain military veterans or members of their families exemption from real estate taxes based upon what the statute calls eligible funds. The maximum amount of the partial exemption is $7,500. 

Mayor Walsh asked if there was anyone who would like to comment on the proposed law. There were none.

On motion of Trustee Herman, seconded by Trustee Miller, and unanimously carried, it was:

RESOLVED, to close the public hearing.

On motion of Trustee Herman, seconded by Trustee Fanelli and unanimously carried, it was:

RESOLVED, to adopt L.L. No. 9-2017, a local law regarding Veteran’s Property Tax Exemptions.

Mayor Walsh announced that at this year’s Ragamuffin Parade LMC-TV will have a tent set-up so everyone in costumes can have their pictures taken and be interviewed.
